Reg. 2 Participation in the Motocamp

According to Reg. 2.2 of the General Part of CTG and Reg. 2 from 1.2 category of CTG.
The number of participants is limited to 500. Registrations will be accepted according to the
principle “first come, first served”, upon verification of data and funds transfer received.

Reg. 3 Entries

Individual entries will be made on the form available for this purpose (or the duplicate)
which will be delivered to the FMNs by the Organiser (Art. 3 of the category 1.2 of the CTG)
The FMNs should return completed entry forms to the Organiser after verification (verify
entries, sign, stamp) - see address in Reg.1.1.

Participants who are not affiliated to their National federations (FMN) shall send their
registration directly to the Organiser at: riders@riders.sk

On the entry form, in the field "National Federation (FMN)" the nationality has to be
entered. The "Serial number of registration/FMN" remains blank.

For registrations that go directly to the Organiser (not affiliated to FMN), the Organiser will fill in
the Excel spreadsheet.

Those Excel spreadsheets should be sent by Organiser to the CTL Results Team upon receiving.

Reg. 4 Entry Fee

The entry fee is fixed by the Federation (FMN) of the participant. This is composed of the
Organiser’s fee of 195 Euros (€) plus any administrative expenses which may be added by
the FMN of the participant. The amount is fixed in Euros (€).

The transfer costs are to be paid by expeditor (shared cost -SHA for EU members).

Children between the ages of 8 and 12 will pay 50% of an adult registration fee. Children
under the age of 8 will be admitted free of charge.

Vacancy check prior to sending late
entries is advised.

e If the Organiser should accept entries made at the venue of the meeting, a surcharge
of 25% will be imposed. Vacancy check prior to arrival is advised.

Reg. 6 Gifts, souvenirs and services for participants

The charge for additional camping nights will be 20 Euros per night/per person, breakfast is
included.

The amounts due for the accommodation will be paid at the same time as the registration
fee, i.e. before the deadline as quoted in Reg. 5. to the bank account quoted in Reg. 4.

classification.

Reg. 10 Disqualifications

Participants shall be officially disqualified at the discretion of the Executive Committee if
necessary.

Cancellation of registration

In case of individual registration cancellation, it shall be made by FMN on behalf of
the participant and shall be transmitted to the Organiser

Until 10 th of June 2024 - 80% of the registration fee and extra accomodation and
excursion will be refunded.

Between 24t of June and 10" of July 2024 - 50% of the registration fee and extra
accomodation and excursion will be refunded.

After 10t of July 2024 - no refund is possible

The amount to be refunded is going to be decreased by the amount of applicable
money transfer fees.

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Reg.15 Liability of the Authorities, Organisers and Participants
According to Reg. 4 of the General part of the CTG.

Reg. 16 Responsibility of the participants
Participants must respect local authority regulations and the Organisers “house-rules”
during the event.
The campsite is set up on the private campsite:
e Fires are strictly prohibited within the campsite area
e Motorbikes are allowed on the grass
e Notice to smokers - cigarette butts should be placed in the ashtrays provided, not
on the ground.
According to Art. 4, participants not complying to event rules may be disqualified.

Reg. 17 Rider Conduct and Protection of the Environment

Participants of the FIM Motocamp are motorcyclist ambassadors for their country and are
expected to consider other road users in accordance with Art. 3 of the General Part of the
CTG.

Recommendations to Road Users:

a) Individual motorcyclists should develop riding habits to ensure full integration with
other types of road users.

b) Ride safely and avoid aggressive and competitive riding.

c) Save petrol and reduce pollution by avoiding unnecessary idling of engines.

d) Ride politely and limit noise pollution by using your horn only in an emergency.

e) Noise annoyance. Use a standard or another quiet exhaust system and keep audio
systems at a low level.

f) Use only routes which are open to motorcyclists.

g) Ride like a professional by riding at a quiet and unobtrusive pace when riding in
groups.

h) Respect nature by not travelling on paths which risk being damaged beyond a point
of natural recovery.

i) Protect wildlife and its natural habitat by riding intelligently.

j) Ensure that your used oil, tyres, batteries and other recyclable items are properly
recycled.

k) Encourage a rational use of fuel and space economy by using motorcycles instead of
driving automobiles
