Règlement de la manifestation

1) The Virée Alpine Suisse  is not a speed event, the goal is to discover our country. Only 
registered participants will receive, the week before, the GPS coordinates of  the 
checkpoints, to be checked along the route, as proof  of  visit to the various checkpoints.

2) Possibility to participate alone or in a team, free start, or every 2 minutes depending on 
the number of  participants.

3) The organizer is Thierry Quinche, Andains 14, 2340 Le Noirmont, tquinche@yahoo.com

4) Participants must, at all times, respect the Highway Code

5) By registering, the participant acknowledges that he/she is suitable, and has sufficient 
experience, to consider participating in this event, which takes place mainly in an alpine 
environment, he/she releases the organizer from any responsibility.

6) Each participant holds a driving licence corresponding to the machine with which he/she 
arrives, valid at the time of  the trip.

7) The tour is open to motorized vehicles, 2 and 3 wheels, in accordance with the law on 
road traffic.

8) The vehicles will be examined before the start, the organizer may refuse the start to a 
vehicle, or its owner, if  one of  the 2 does not seem fit to do the proposed route.

9) Each candidate will be required to sign a waiver of  liability to the organizer.ur.



Registration
For the participation over 2 days in the TWC event, registration will be done on the SwissMoto website, 

www.swissmoto.org/fr/touring/calendrier-de-touring , for the other variants it is also possible to register 
on site with the organizer, at the Relais Alpin hotel at the Col des Mosses.

Registration fee
The amount of  the registration fee is 70ChF (75 Euros) per participant, 120Chf  (125Euros) per couple to 
be paid to the following account: , Banque Raiffeisen des Franches-Montagnes, Thierry Quinche, 2340 
Le Noirmont, IBAN CH51 8080 8001 0650 1097 7, BIC/SWIFT: RAIFCH22XXX mention: 3ème Virée Alpine 
Suisse.

Registration deadline
For the TWC event, registrations will close on July 31, 2025, or earlier if  the possible limit of  
participants is reached.

Team composition
It is possible to participate alone or in a team, each team must have at least 2 motorcycles, trikes or 
sidecars, with or without passengers.

Navigation aid
Participants may use their own navigational aids. Only registered participants will receive the 
coordinates of  the waypoints, the week before the event, in order to be able to prepare and cover the 2 
proposed routes.

Tracking the journey
Participants will receive a notebook, to be checked at the different checkpoints, which will allow them to 
check if  the route has been completed correctly and completely. This booklet will make it possible to 
decide between the participants in the event of  a tie. The route will consist of  2 loops, 1 Saturday and 1 
Sunday, the participants will have to pass at the start/finish point, in order to validate the logbook of  the 
tour completed.

Refreshments/breaks
Refuelling, as well as the necessary breaks, are strictly the responsibility of  the participants.

Accomodation
Room reservations for participants are not the responsibility of  the organization. Special conditions will 
be possible for a limited number of  rooms, but at the expense of  the participants. Participants are 
responsible for their own booking. A list of  available accommodation, at the Col des Mosses and its 
surroundings, will be made available on the site.

Responsibility
Everyone participates in the event under their own responsibility. Each participant is responsible for 
their own insurance coverage. By registering, each participant confirms that he or she is validly insured 
against accidents and civil liability damage. Participants cannot hold the organization responsible for 
their mistake. The organization may put an end, or cancel the event, in the event of  force majeure, or 
danger endangering the existence of  the participants, without its liability being incurred. Participants 
will not be able to claim compensation in the event of  cancellation.

Regulation
The organization has the right to amend these rules at any time to adapt them to a change in 
circumstances. Any such changes will be reported on the website, and communicated to those already 
registered, either before the event or directly on site during the event.
